After
working as a JSPS Research Fellowship for Young Scien-
tists, a lecturer at Fudan University in China, an assistant
at Waseda University, a lecturer and an associate profes-
sor at Toyo University, his current position is Associate
Professor of Aoyama Gakuin University. His research
topics include teaching Japanese to foreign students and
non-native minors, analysis of Japanese teaching materi-
als, language policy, history of Japanese language educa-
tion, Business Japanese, introducing Japanese culture
